Bee Dance Competition Application - Due July 23, 2008
Background of Bee Dance

It has long been known that successfully foraging Western honey bees perform a dance on their return to the hive, known as waggle dance, indicating that food is further away, while (the round dance is a short version of the waggle dance), indicating that food is nearby. The laden forager dances on the comb in a circular pattern, occasionally crossing the circle in a zig-zag or waggle pattern. Aristotle in 330 BC, described this behaviour in his Historia Animalium. It was thought to attract the attention of other bees.

In 1947, Karl von Frisch correlated the runs and turns of the dance to the distance and direction of the food source from the hive. The orientation of the dance correlates to the relative position of the sun to the food source, and the length of the waggle portion of the run is correlated to the distance from the hive. Also, the more vigorous the display is, the better the food. There is no evidence that this form of communication depends on individual learning.

To celebrate the Bees & Blueberry Festival, we are inviting various dance groups in the Greater Vancouver area to join this competition.  Due to the time constraints, we can only allow 5 to 6 groups to compete each day.

Rules for competition :

1. Each dance should be within 10 -15 minutes. 

2. Maximum number of dancers in each group, 10.
3. No age limit.  Participants can be kids, family, seniors, all welcome

4. Performance will be judged according to time control(30%), creativity(40%), and team-work(30%) 
5. Marks will be given by two judges(70%) and audience(30%) on site.
6. Each group will compete on either Saturday or Sunday, one day only, between 2pm to 3:30pm.  Honeyland Canada will inform applicants on which day to compete on or before July 23.

7. Photo of winning team will be posted on website of Honeyland Canada.
8. $10 deposit will be charged upon application in order to secure your entry.  This deposit will be refunded to you on the day of competition if your group arrives for competition.  For any reason that your group cannot come after sending in the application, the full amount will be forfeited and will be donated to Ridge Meadows Hospital foundation.
